CORYDALIS  (kore-RIH-duh-lis) Fumewort

A large genus of low-growing plants with finely divided foliage that presents a graceful picture to lightly shaded areas of the garden.  The flowers and foliage resemble bleeding hearts and come in shades of yellow, white, purple or blue.  

Corydalis bloom from spring through early fall and prefer partial shade.  Plant them in rich, moist soil.  They grow from 9-15” high and spread 10-18”.  Can be used as edging, ground cover, in a rock garden, and along paths.  
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The golden yellow plants flower nonstop from spring through fall.  However, its main flaw is a tendency to self-seed too aggressively.  The dainty blue isn’t as prone to self-sow and spreads slowly by creeping stems.  Some varieties go dormant during the summer.

These plants produce masses of fernlike leaves with delicate flowers in showy clusters and are very attractive in the garden.

Plantings for Hummingbirds

The following 13 plants are lucky ones for Hummingbirds.  Consider adding them to your yard this spring.

1.  Salvia plants aren’t picky about their soil but they like lots of sun and good drainage.  When the blossoms are done, snip off the spent flowerheads and more blooms will spring forth.

2.  Canna Lilies are hardy plants that are not picky about soil, moisture, or hours of sun. Compact varieties are more accessible to hummers.

3.  Bee Balm is a popular “old garden” perennial now in colors of white, red, violet and raspberry. It does spread vigorously and is prone to powdery mildew but the hummers and bees LOVE it.

4.Honeysuckles are vines or shrubs, which are, spring blooming showstoppers.  The soft red blooms are tubular and nonfragrant which are typical hummingbird attractants.

5.  Hibiscus, especially the Rose of Sharon, is a magnet for hummers.  Pink, purple, or white flowers blanket this tall shrub most of the summer and even into fall.  Stick to the single flower rather than doubles for the birds.

6. Butterfly Bush not only feeds birds but it also makes a fine lookout perch with its gracefully arching branches.  The flowers come in purple, pink, or white.  It reseeds abundantly.

7.Flowering Quince bloom early in the spring.  While it has a short blooming period, it is timed perfectly for the spring arrival of hummingbirds. The pink blooms and attractive shape as well as the colorful fall foliage make it a great addition to yards.

8.Columbine are used to mountainous regions so they benefit from thorough watering if there is little rainfall.  They are available in a variety of colors so fill your yard with these airy, fernlike plants.

9. Lantana ‘s common colors are red and yellow but nursery folks have created variations. It has a tenacious root system but is loved by hummingbirds.

10.  Daylilies are quite hardy and grow in full sun.  There are many colors but hummers LOVE the single yellow flowers.

11.  Cardinal Flowers love sun or shade.  Their scarlet flowers are a fall asset to migrating hummingbirds.

12.  Trumpet Creeper is an aggressive vine with trumpet shaped red or yellow blossoms.  Don’t put it too close to a house as it grabs onto everything in its quest to grow skyward.

13.  Zinnias are loved not only for their nectar but also for the insects they attract.  They are gorgeous bloomers available in multitudes of colors.
Bird-Watching Myths

Red dye in hummingbird nectar is good/bad?

Hummingbirds are not attracted by the color of the liquid but by the color of the feeding port.  No studies have been done which prove that the red dye causes diseases but it is unnecessary.
